WP-SIA Model - Future Land Use Methodoloqy

Overview

The intention of this memo is to document the methods and practices used to arrive at
future land use values for the West Plains - Spokane International Airport (WP-SIA) sub
area model. Research into future developments in the study area was done in order to
have more detailed future land use values than the standard model practices, and
therefore have a more accurate model. This work began in the winter of 2009.

Project Collection/Research

In the early stages of the study, a study area boundary and project focus area boundary
was created. Staff then started to gather development/project information from all
available credible sources. These sources were as follows: Spokane County plats, Traffic
Impact Analyses (TIAS), trip generation/distribution letters, local and regional publications,
Spokane County building permits, Spokane County parcel data, staff from involved
jurisdictions, and WP-SIA Stakeholder Committee members. The WP-SIA Stakeholder
Committee, herein referred to as the Committee, determined on a case by case basis
whether to include projects outside the study areas based upon their perceived
significance in affecting the model.

There were several key attributes required to analyze each development. Each project
had a name for reference and discussion purposes. Spatial location was captured for
mapping and GIS analysis purposes; this often included full address information.
Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) or North American Industry Classification System
(NAICS) codes and other narrative industry information was gathered, to classify each
development into one or more of twelve land use (LU) categories used in the SRTC travel
demand model. Each LU type has an associated value: number of employees, number of
units, number of rooms, or number of students. When a planned development didn’t carry
these specific numbers, LU values were calculated based upon square footage, and in a
few cases comparable projects of the same type that already existed. The source or
sources of information was documented, as well as the date of the data source or
publication. Each development was attributed with the TAZ it resided in. Standard GIS
and database fields exist in the data. Staff compiled this information initially into an Excel
spreadsheet, and then into an ESRI ArcGIS Geodatabase were it currently resides.

Project Selection

Throughout the development research process, numerous maps were created showing
the researched projects as they were known at that time. These maps and tables of their
associated data were presented regularly to the Committee, where the projects were
analyzed, and adjustments and additions occurred throughout the process. After all
developments had been thoroughly researched and documented, the selection task
began. The purpose of this task was to analyze the researched developments and decide
which ones should be included in the future LU projections. The primary factor considered
was the likelihood of development. The Committee looked at the source of the data, and



how far along in the development process it was. Official actions taken including platting,
permitting, TIAs, EISs, Comprehensive Plan or Zoning changes, property purchases, and
groundbreaking were all seen as indicators that increased or nearly guaranteed the
likelihood of development.

After the selection process, the Committee decided how much of each project would be
included or ‘built out’ in the 2020 interim year. All of this information was added to the
master database of GIS features. Next, the Committee had to design a method to
incorporate the researched developments into the future landuse. It was felt that simply
adding the researched developments LU to the 2020 and 2030 years would be
significantly too high of LU values. After discussion, it was decided the following approach
would be used: Using GIS software, all selected projects would be summarized by TAZ
for the 2020 and 2030 years. The total summarized researched landuse by TAZ was
compared to the growth reflected by the standard growth rate (1.01365% yearly
increase). If it was higher than the standard growth values, it was added to the base; that
new value became the LU for that LU category for that particular TAZ. If not, the standard
growth rate values were used. This data was compiled into a master landuse table for the
Planning/Modeling staff to input into the model. As this process was ongoing, adjustments
and additions were made and the tables were amended accordingly.
